What information and resources will I be able to access?

SchoolZone will be available to teachers, students and parents, at school and at home. With a
single login, parents will be able to view information about each of their children, regardless
of whether or not the children are in the same school.

Homework Channel - Classroom teachers will be able to display homework
expectations for students/parents to view. Links to uploaded
documents, such as project descriptions or marking rubrics, can
be made available to parents and students. The events and
homework will be displayed in a monthly calendar format and a
daily agenda format to encourage time management skills.

*;I News Channels - These channels communicate classroom, school and district
news/announcements to all users. Items with dates are viewable
on a calendar that is customized for each user. Parents can select
to be automatically notified by email of new or upcoming events
posted in the portal.

iIStudent Information - Your school may post interim marks reports, attendance

information, and progress report information. Additionally, Grade
3, 6 and 9 Provincial Achievement Test scores will be accessible.
Student timetables as well as course history and previous years’
progress reports are viewable in SchoolZone.

What do I need?

You need a computer with Windows ‘95 (or better) operating system and Internet Explorer

and password.
